Worship — This is the Central expression of our love for God. We desire to cultivate
true worship of God through our Sunday worship services and also in the small
group worship time throughout the week.

Outreach — This is the Starting Point of our disciple making. We desire to see a
genuine commitment of every believer to the Great Commission — to go and make
disciples of all nations, for both local and foreign missions. We intend to do this
through constant encouragement of personal evangelism and also through regular
harvest cycles. We also intend to promote the profile of missions within our church
through the Annual Missionary weekend and regular Missionary prayer meetings.

Cell groups — This is the Basic Community of our Church. We desire to see every
believer gather together weekly in small groups for fellowship, nurturing and
evangelism. We believe that the cell life allows believers and non-believers alike to
experience what church is all about. We aim to do this through an effective cell
network system with lay leaders with close supervision by the pastoral team. (Acts

Equipping — This is the Intentional Programme that raises up lay leaders in our
midst. We desire to see every believer reach his or her full potential through the
identification of spiritual gifts and developing these gifts. We believe the church to
be clergy-led and laity-driven and hence we see leadership training as an essential

part of our programme.
